This notice is intended for BOX Options Participants who will take part in the October 
29, 2011 SIFMA Test.

The NY4-Equinix POP will not be available for 
this test. 

The BOX production environment will be available for “normal” production operations on Sunday, 
October 2, 2011 at 10:00 a.m. ET. 

 

 

October 29, 2011 - Test Overview 

Participants will submit orders and/or quotes to BOX for pre-determined instruments. GTC/GTD 
orders will not be allowed. BOX will validate the receipt of these orders and/or quotes by sending 
acknowledgments for each order/quote and trade/reject. 

Participants should test using the same IP address/port as in their normal production 
environment. Participants will need to connect to BOX through the New York POP. 

Participants should test their connectivity to BOX, but not before 9:30 a.m. ET. 

Participants’ receipt of order/quote acknowledgment, trade notification and/or reject messages 
from BOX implies a successful test.
